Conditions of Participation

Registration
1. A registration fee of $35 is payable to NZ Art Guild at time of application. This fee is non-refundable. This includes a trestle table and chairs.
2. Artist numbers are limited. A screening process does apply.  Not all artists applying may be accepted. If an artist is not accepted and they have paid a registration fee this will be refunded in full.  Artworks can be in any medium - 2d or 3d. 
3. The completed entry form and fee must be returned on or before September 1st. Registrations may close early if maximum number of artists is reached before this date. Your registration is confirmed only when the signed contract is returned, your registration fee is paid and you have received confirmation of acceptance. Should any amendment be made to the contract, both copies will need to be counter signed. Kumeu Art in the Garden reserves the right to release and cancel a booking should we not receive the contract or deposit by the due date. 
Equipment
4. Artists can provide their own marquee or shelter or they can choose to hire marquees through Kumeu Art in the Garden.  

5. If artists want to hire a marquee through Kumeu Art in the Garden it is an additional cost of $165.  You will be allocated a 3m x 3m space in a 6m x 3m marquee.  i.e. there will be two artists allocated to each marquee. The Marquees will be delivered and erected for you.
6. Artists will need to provide a way to display their art e.g. easels, stands, etc

7. Artists (or a delegate i.e. friend, family, fellow artist) will be responsible for manning their stand/area for the two days and answering questions from visitors as needed.
Payment Process

8. Payments will be taken through a central payment facility provided by Westpac – this will include eftpos and credit card.
9. Purchasers will take a price card from the artist with the artists name, artwork title and price to the payment area and once paid will be issued with a receipt and can then return to collect the artwork from the artist.

10. Artists who have their own payment facilities can use these but will need to provide a full sales schedule to the NZ Art Guild on completion of the event.  They will then need to arrange to pay the commission directly to Kumeu Art in the Garden within 10 days of the event finishing.
11. All works sold during the exhibition will attract a commission payment of 15% of the listed price. If paid for via the central payment facilities the commission will be automatically paid to Kumeu Art in the Garden.  Kumeu Art in the Garden will then pay artists the outstanding amount within 10 days of the event finishing.

12. All commission paid will be donated to charity by Kumeu Rotary.  The charities that will receive funds this year are West Auckland Hospice and Huapai Volunteer Fire Brigade.

Location and Exhibiting
13. Each artist will be allocated 1 space in 1 of the 4 gardens involved in this event. There will be approximately 20 artists per garden. The number of artworks displayed is at the discretion of the artist. 

14. Each artist is responsible for getting artwork to their allocated area and displaying it prior to the event starting at 10am.  Artists will be allowed access to the gardens from 8am on each day.  
15. Kumeu Art in the Garden will provide a safe, secure, dry, clean area for artwork to be stored in overnight that is weather proof.
16. All artists agree to adhere to Health and Safety regulations given to them by the garden co-ordinators. 

Insurance
17. It is the responsibility of the artist to have adequate insurance on their artworks both during the exhibition & whilst in transit. Any un-insured work is being shipped & displayed at the artists’ own risk. Kumeu Art in the Garden and the NZ Art Guild accepts no liability for any damage or loss caused by any reason.
Promotion
18. All advertising and promotional items (including invites) are to include the Kumeu Art in the Garden logo, LJ Hooker logo and the NZ Art Guild logo. Kumeu Art in the Garden is by ticket entry only and is open from 10 – 5pm Sat and Sun. This is to be stated on all advertising and promotional material. 
Cancellation
19. Kumeu Art in the Garden has the right to cancel any booking for any reason. If a deposit has been paid, in such circumstances, the full deposit will be returned to the artist who will agree in such as case to accept & consent to the cancellation with no provision for any claim for loss or damage of any kind against the Kumeu Art in the Garden
