Guided Healing contains two urgent messages. One presents guidance for all spiritual seekers, 
the other is addressed specifically to potential healers.

To spiritual seekers, Guided Healing presents a novel view of the spiritual purpose and 
benefits of being born into a physical body. Issues covered include the relationship between 
the spiritual and physical realms, the reason for incarnation, the use of meditation as a means 
for exploring the spiritual realm, and the significance of soul work.

To healers, Guided Healing offers instruction on how to become a conduit for healing energy 
that emanates from the spiritual realm. Topics covered include how to contact guides in the 
spiritual realm, the nature of spiritual perception, and factors which enhance or hinder energy 
flow during the act of healing.

Most significantly, the text introduces the concept of agapéic space as a way of discussing 
spiritual existence and humanity’s role in it. It reveals how agapé – spiritual love – underlies all 
existence, and what is required of us in order to tune into it.

Using concepts drawn from science and contemporary culture, Guided Healing presents a 
vision of human spirituality appropriate for our times, as we move out of traditional, paternalistic 
religious allegories and into a rational appreciation of what being spiritual involves.

Peter Calvert has been developing his skills as a meditator and healer for over thirty years. He 
has previously published Agapé and the Hierarchy of Love.

Wild and passionate, intense and extraordinary, Mirabai was married at a young age. But 
when her husband died a few years after, and she was driven out of the family home by her 
brother-in-law, she directed all her love towards the flute-playing Krishna. The devotional lyrics 
she wrote to celebrate her intoxication continue to be sung throughout India today.

Witty, a straight talker, and always his own man, Kabir was an illiterate weaver. His broad 
outlook embraced both Indian and Muslim spirituality – even while he criticised the followers 
of both religions for their blinkered views. Kabir’s knotty sayings, which reflect his unique 
vision, still resonate with contemporary seekers of all spiritual traditions.

Two major Upanishads and an introductory essay complete this collection, revealing the 
spiritual foundations from which the mystic visions of Mirabai and Kabir sprang. 

Keith Hill is a Sufi and Fourth Way writer and thinker. His other books include a poetic translation 
of the Bhagavadgita, and Psalms of Exile and Return, a collection of mystical poems based on the 
ancient Jewish Psalms and Wisdom literature.

These engaging new versions of Mirabai and Kabir’s ground-breaking poetry will delight 
readers with their playfulness and profundity.
