overview

The Mini Movie Maker award is open to all New Zealand independent short film makers. The film
award is designed to be accessible to digitally creative people and provides an opportunity to show
case their work. The mini movie finalists films will be shown in conjunction with Summer Arts and
Molly Morpeth Canaday Art award on Saturday 29th, Sunday 30th, 10am - 5pm, and Monday 31st
January 10 am - 3pm. The films will be shown in two formats; large screen format shown in the
Little Theatre, and digital small screen or mobile phone format shown in a booth at the Summer
Arts displays venue which is in the same vicinity as the Little Theatre.

1. The award is open to all genres of film making.
2. The film must not be longer than 3 minutes in total including credits.
3. Films may be shot on any movie capturing device.
4. Films will judged in two categories
a. Films for large screen
b. Films for small screen or mobile phone format

1 . Entrants must reside in New Zealand

2. Entrants short film must be under 3 minutes in length including the credits.

3. Film makers can utilise any movie capturing device.

4. Short films submitted must be the original work of the entrants and must not infringe on any
copyrights. Entrants agree that they have obtained all required permissions regarding music,
sound and or images in each short film.



5. The short film must have been completed after 1st February 2010 and not have been shown in
any other short film competitions.

6. The winners will be selected by an independent film industry professional judge and awarded

their prize on Saturday 5pm after the screening of the selected films.

Finalist will be notified approximately one week prior to the event.

The finalist short films will be selected by the judge for screening to the public

at publicised times in The Little Theatre, Short St, Whakatane, in conjunction with Summer

Arts Programme including the Molly Morpeth Canaday Art Award.

9. The Judges decision will be final.

10. The award may be presented to either the director or producer of the film.

11. The short film administrators reserve the right not to screen films for reasons it deems valid.
